Introduction:

Consumers moving up the income ladder are likely
to demand more and better-quality branded goods and digital connectivity is likely to drive consumption trends in India. Economic recovery and growth along with improving demographics,
increase in disposable income of the population and government initiatives could act as enablers and foster urbanization and contribute to increase in per capita income and consumption
demand going forward.
